1. 2008 Treasurer’s Report (not delivered)

5. 2009 Schedule  The following was approved:
a. High Point Series:  Consists of AYC Spring and Fall, Larchmont Race Week, Cedar Point OD
i. Will expand the awards/trophies given to include “Fun Awards” – using examples of those given at KWRW so as to have more boats win an award – WINNERS MUST BE MEMBERS OF FLEET 6.
b. Fall Series:  Voted to score a separate “Fall Series” which consists of Manhassett Bay Fall Series and a distance race, the Stamford Overnight Race, which starts on 8/21/09
c. Pro Series:  Voted to eliminate this series for the 2009 season.  Instead voted to allow any boat that did not finish in the top 5 for the 2008 High Point Series to have one coach on the boat who may be a group 3, for a MAXIMUM of four race days.  The coach will not count for weight limit and cannot hike, trim, steer or otherwise sail the boat.
d. Larchmont NOOD Remains separate - will once again be the Long Island Sound Championship (traveling half-model as trophy).
e. This year’s ECCs (traveling half-model as a trophy) will be run in Annapolis.
f. Cox-Sprague scoring as in prior years, but voted in favor of reducing to 40% the number of races required to qualify
i. One throw out for every 7 races maintained
ii. Voted to require a MINIMUM of 6 participants in order for a RACE to be counted towards HPS.

a. Fleet Dinner Party to be held at AYC following the conclusion of the NA’s, on Sat, November 14.  Details to come.
